7. CRDINANCE - AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE OFFICIAL ZONING
MAP OF THE VILLAGE CF WILLOWBRQOK, DUPAGE COQUNTY, ILLINOIS

Consultant Charlton stated that this crdinance was prepared to
comply with State statute that requires a new zoning map be
published by March 31°% of every vyear. Consultant Charlton
indicated that the map was updated to include the unincorporated
area south of I-55 to 91°% Street which is part of the Village’s
Comprehensive Plan planning jurisdiction. This area was left
off the Village zoning map in the past and has now been included
in the new zoning map.

8. QRDINANCE - AN ORDINANCE ABATING THE TAXES HERETOFORE
LEVIED FOR THE YEAR 2011 TO PAY THE PRINCIPAL AND INTEREST
ON THE $3,540,000 SPECIAL SERVICE AREA NUMBER ONE UNLIMITED
AD VALOREM TAX BONDS, SERIES 2007 OF THE VILLAGE OF
WILLOWBROOK, DUPAGE COUNTY, ILLINQIS

Interim Finance Director Dittman reported that on December 7,
2007 the Village of Willowbrook issued a $3,540,000 Special
Service Area Number One ad Valorem Tax Bond to complete public
improvements in the Town Center. In order for DuPage County to
assess the proper property tax bill for the parties in the SSA
and the TIF, a total of $305,392.50 will be abated to pay the
debt service on the SSA bonds. The same amount abated will be
paid into the TIF fund by the property tax owners. These same
funds will then be transferred from the TIF fund into the SSA
funds to pay debt service. This will be done each year until
the TIF expires in 2013.

ITEM HISTORY (PREVIOUS VILLAGE BOARD REVIEWS, ACTIONS RELATED TO THIS ITEM, OTHER PERTINENT

The Village's current contract for janitorial services is with Eco Clean Maintenance, Inc. This contract covers
required janitorial cleaning services for the Village Hall facility. The contract period is from May 1, 2011 thru
April 30, 2012 for the amount of $17,388 (51,449/mo.). The contract was awarded in April 2011 after a
competitive bidding process. It has been the Village’s practice to extend such service contracts for a
subsequent year provided the service is acceptable and the price does not significantly change.

ITEM HISTORY (PREVIOUS VILLAGE BOARD REVIEWS, ACTIONS RELATED TO THIS ITEM, OTHER PERTINENT
HISTORY)

Section 1-5-1 of the Willowbrook Municipal Code of 1973 was adopted 39 years ago. Its
existing provisions are today of very little real guidance regarding the power, duties and
responsibilities of a member of the Village Board of Trustees. That lack of guidance is evident
in the present text of Section 1-5-1, a copy of which is appended hereafter.

ITEM COMMENTARY {BACKGROUND, DISCUSSION, RECOMMENDATIONS, ETC.)

The purpose of this Amendatory Ordinance is to match the provisions of the Willowbrook
Municipal Code regarding the elective public office of Village Trustee with those found today
in the lllinois Municipal Code and decisional caselaw. The intent is to give the Village
Trustees, both present and future, better guidance as to the nature and scope of this public
office.

ACTION PROPOSED: Pass the Ordinance




PRESENT TEXT OF SECTION 1-5-1

1-5-1: LEGISLATIVE BODY: The legislative and governing body of the village is the board
of trustees, which shall consist of the president of the village and six (6) trustees, who shall
possess the qualifications for office, be elected by the legal voters of the village, take the oath of
office and perform the duties provided by the Illinois statutes. (1973 Code)



ORDINANCE NO. 12-0-

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING WILLOWBROOK MUNICIPAL CODE
SECTION 1-5-1 BY SETTING FORTH THE TERM, QUALIFICATIONS,
POWERS, DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE ELECTIVE

PUBLIC OFFICE OF VILLAGE TRUSTEE

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Board of Trustees of the Village

of Willowbrook, Du Page County, Illinois, as follows:

SECTION ONE: That the provisions of Section 1-5-1 of the Willowbrook Municipal Code be

and are hereby amended by substituting the following underlined provisos in lieu of those found

in the existing text of said Code Section:

1-5-1: VILLAGE TRUSTEE: There shall be six (6) persons elected from the Village at- large

to the public office of Village Trustee. Those persons so elected to the said office of Village

Trustee shall each hold his or her office for a term of four (4) years and until his or her successor

is elected and qualified. A person qualified to be elected to the office of Village Trustee must (a)
be a qualified elector of the Village. (b) be a resident in the Village at least one year next
preceding his or her election, (c) not have been convicted of any infamous crime. bribery. perjury

or other felony in anv court in the United States and. (d) not be in debt to the Village.,




The legislative and governing body of the Village is the Board of Trustees, consisting of the

Village Mayor and the six (6) Village Trustees, who shall each possess the qualifications for
office, be elected by the legal voters of the Village, take the oath of office and perform the duties

provided by the Illinois Municipal Code.

The Board of Trustees is the default repository of all municipal powers which have not been

specifically delegated by statute to some other board or office of the Village such as the Board of

Police Commissioners, Board of Trustees of the Police Pension Fund, the Village Mayor, the

Village Clerk and the Local Liguor Control Commissioner.

The primary power of the Board of Trustees subsists in its legislative acts exercised by way of its

adoption of ordinances, resolutions or motions. Because the Board of Trustees is a group

authorized by law to act as a single entity, its legislative actions are valid only when adopted by
its members during properly noticed regular and special meetings of the Board conducted in

compliance with the Illinois Open Meetings Act.

In addition to its exercise of legislative power, the Board of Trustees possesses the following

powers:_to determine its own rules of procedure; to punish its members for disorderly conduct;
to expel members for disorderly conduct; to compel the attendance of absentee members at
properly called meetings: to be the sole judge of the election of its members: to give advice and
consent to Mayoral appointments: to over-ride Mayoral vetoes; and, to assign needed tasks to

elected or appointed executive officers.




Each individual member of the Board, when not participating in a legal Board meeting has no

more power or prerogative than any other citizen of the Village; provided, (a) that an individual

member of the Board has the power to inspect such records of the Village as are needed to carry

out the member’s duties and, (b) that an individual member of the Board, when acting as an

authorized conservator of the peace, has the power (i) to arrest or cause to be arrested, with or

without process, all persons who break the peace or are found violating any Village ordinance or

any criminal law of the State, (ii) to commit arrested persons for examination, (iii) if necessar

to detain arrested persons in custody overnight or Sunday, in any safe place or until they can be
brought before the proper courts, and (iv) to exercise all other powers as conservators of the

peace prescribed by the corporate authorities.

SECTION TWO: That all ordinances and resolutions, or parts thereof, in conflict with any of

the provisions of this Amendatory Ordinance are, to the extent of such conflict, expressly

repealed.

SECTION THREE: That this Amendatory Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and

after its passage and approval as provided by law.
