5. PROCLAMATICN - RECOGNIZING DR. TIMOTHY T. MCMAHON FOR
HI5 SERVICE TO THE VILLAGE OF WILLOWBROOK

President Napoli presented a Proclamation to Dr. Timothy T.
McMahon and congratulated him on his new employment opportunity
and thanked him for his many years of service to the Willowbrook
community.

7. DELINQUENT WATER BILLS

Director Halik reported to the Village Board that there were
three delinquent water bills in the amount of $4,059.94, $378.30
.and $457.24, respectively, and requested permission to proceed
as per Village policy.

President Napoli noted that the bill in the amount of $4,059.94
was a business versus a residence and he thought the Staff and
Attorney should be talking about the issue. It is quite a bit of
money and the Village already had a previous problem with one
other business that went into bankruptcy.

Trustee Schoenbeck suggested that the Municipal Services
Committee look into the possibility of requesting deposits for
water accounts. The Board concurred with President Napoli’s
recommendation to have the Municipal Services Committee review
this matter and come back to the Board with a recommendation.
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8. ORDEINANCE - AN ORDINANCE ABATING THE TAXES HERETOFORE
LEVIED FOR THE YEAR 2008 TO PAY THE PRINCIPAL AND
INTEREST ON THE 53,540,000 SPECIAL SERVICE AREA NUMBER
ONE UNLIMITED AD VALOREM TAX BONDS, SERIES 2007 OF THE
VILLAGE OF WILLOWBROOEK, DUPAGE COUNTY, ILLINOIS

Director Stanish advised the Board had provided for the issuance
of $3,540,000 Special Service Area Number One Ad Valorem Tax
Bonds to complete public improvements in the Town Center. In
order for DuPage County to assess the proper property tax bill
for the parties in the 8SA and the TIF a total of $303,817.50 in
taxes levied will be abated. This same amount abated will be
paid by the property tax owners into the TIF Fund. These same
funds will then be transferred from the TIF Fund into the SSA
Fund to pay debt service. Director Stanish had met with a
representative from The Harlem Irving Companies and had talked
with a representative from The LockUp and they both agreed with
the abatement calculation.

The Village Board will pass an cordinance such as this one each
year until the Plainfield TIF expires 1in 2013. The approved
ordinance will be filed with the DuPage County Clerk.

10. DISCUSSION — INFORMATION ON VILLAGE WATER RATE INCREASE

Director Stanish provided the Village Board with updated Village
Water Rate information. Staff prepared two water rate models for a
10-year period:

Option 1 - Pay as you go financing for the Village’s water towers.
In eight years funds will be on hand to paint the towers.

Option 1-A - The Village will try and keep water rate increases at
a minimum to cover the costs of increased purchased water costs
from the DuPage Water Commission (DWC) and routine maintenance of
the system. In eight years the Village will then issue bonds to
fund the painting cof the water towers.

Director Stanish advised that the model would be updated each year
to reflect changes in the costs to purchase water from the DWC and
any unexpected changes necessary to maintain the Village's water
system. The models assume an 8.5% increase in purchased water
costs. The most recent information from the DWC indicates a 17%
increase effective May 1.

Trustee Schoenbeck suggested that the Finance/Administration
Committee and Municipal Services Committee review this information
and make a recommendation to the Board.

Director Stanish thought a joint meeting of both Committees can be
held on April 12 and then they can come back te the Board with a
recommendation at the same meeting.

President Napoli distributed a copy to the Board of a breakdown of
what the other communities are doing for the water rates.

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INTRODUCTION

Founded June 19, 1962, the DuPage Mayors and Managers Conference is a council of 33 municipal
governments in DuPage County, lilinois. Each member municipality is represented by its mayor and
manager as voting delegates. The Gonference is a not-for-profit organization supported by
membership dues and grants.

The purpose of the Conference is to foster intergovernmental cooperation among municipalities and
between municipalities and other levels of government; to provide research and technical assistance
in the development of solutions to local problems presented by member municipalities; to articulate

- positions and, when appropriate, implement solutions to regional, state and countywide problems; to
serve as an information clearinghouse for member municipalities; to provide training and educational
programs designed to foster ieadership development and an understanding of municipal issues; to
uphold and advocate principles of effective local government and to otherwise lessen the burdens of
government. .

This document represents municipal positions on state and federal issues affecting local government
and the DuPage Mayors and Managers Conference’s desire to build and maintain a collaborative
partnership between state and local government as we serve our common constituency.

The Legislative Action Program is divided into three parts.

Legislative Principles represent the basis and underpinnings of our legislative effort and provide a
guide for legislative review. They help understand how legislative positions are developed, and they
serve as a benchmark to evaluate the impact of legislative proposals on municipalities.

Legislative Priorities are those specific, important issues that the Conference pursues either
through drafting and sponsoring legislation; or through strong advocacy in cooperation with other
municipal organizations. Legislative Priorities have always been the primary focus of our legislative
efforts.

Legislative Position Statements are expressions of support or opposition on issues that affect
municipalities. They can be legislative proposals that re-appear frequently and generate some efforts
by the Conference to educate legislators of the pros/cons of the issues; or they may never arise
during the legislative year. They generally require less time and effort than Legislative Priorities,
though on occasion, they may become more significant and require more time and effort from the
Conference.

The second year of the 96th General Assembly has begun. This will be an interesting and difficuit

year due to the growing budget deficit. While it would seem the legislature and the Governor would

- give their full attention to the state’s financial meltdown, there will be plenty of time to consider more

- pension sweeteners. The 2010 Legisiative Action Program continues to promote the needs and o
concerns of DuPage municipalities. This year, however, members will especially keep a close eye on
potential efforts that might direct municipal revenues to help bail out the state.



LEGISLATIVE?PRINCIPLES

The DuPage Mayors and Managers Conference has always advocated on behalf of municipalities. |t
is a central purpose of the Conference and an important service provided by the orgamzatlon

These Principles represent our core values. They reflect the important elements that are necessary to
permit municipalities to serve residents effectively and to protect the health, safety, and welfare of the
‘community. They are the basis for the priorities and policies adopted by the Conference and its
members. They explain how and why municipalities take positions on legislative issues.

PROTECT MUNICIPAL REVENUES

Local governments are challenged to fund essential services with existing resources: Local revenue
sources are limited and restricted by the state. Many revenues are dependent on state authorization,
collection and distribution. Municipalities are often threatened with revenue diversions (both
permanent and temporary) and state fee increases (beyond the value of the service provided). in
recent times, municipalities have completely lost revenue sources through actions of the state (sales
tax on truck sales, photo processing tax). The state should not balance its budget on the backs of
municipalities, and should not disrupt local budgets by removing or reducing local revenues.

REJECT UNFUNDED STATE MANDATES

The state should avoid policies that impose disproportionate responsibilities on local governments or

- increased financial liability without recognizing and financing the impact of those policies. Too often,
legislation requires communities to divert local expenditures from municipal responsibilties and use
them to fund state-imposed programs. This is not about the need or efficacy of the program, but rather,
about the decision of the state to abdicate responsibility for funding the state’s program. State policies
should not impose new obligations on local governments or increase financial liability without
providing adequate funds to reimburse municipalities for these new mandates.

RESPECT HOME RULE AUTHORITY

There are nearty 200 home rule municipalities in lllinois. Home rule municipalities have self-
governance authority to serve these communities and to customize laws to meet the specific needs of
citizens. Locally elected officials in those home rule communities are able to determine what is best
for their communities and the state should not limit home rule authority. The distinction between home
rule and non-home rule communities should be removed to recognize the ability of all municipalities
to govern themselves, regardless of population. The state should not restrict or over-ride home
ru!e authority or the authority of residents to govern their communities.



PRESERVE THE RIGHT OF MUNICIPALITIES TO MANAGE EMPLOYEES AND
DETERMINE WAGES AND BENEFITS

In most municipal operating budgets, nearly three-fourths of expenditures are for.personnel. Certainly
good wages and benefits are important, but must be balanced with other municipal spending
priorities. In recent years, state-mandated pension and benefit increases have stretched local
government budgets and forced service reductions and tax increases. Pensions, especially, have
burdened muncipalities as the legislature adds more and more benefits. These increases and
‘pension sweeteners increase the tax burden to residents and must be reined in. Additionally,
mandated rules on how employees are hired, managed, paid and disciplined interfere with the
employer/employee relationship. The state must preserve the authority for all decisions
impacting employees to be made by the municipal employer.

PRESERVE LOCAL AUTHORITY

Freedom to make decisions at the local leve! is the best way that muncipalities can fully serve their
unique constituencies. Activities such as franchising, zoning, issuing permits and licenses, and local
code enforcement are fundamental responsibilities of local governments. Furthermore, policies
should not undermine or preempt local authority to protect the health, safety and welfare of local
residents. Preemptive policies constrain the ability of local elected officials to tailor policies to local
needs and demands. The state must reject laws that erode local decision-making authority.

PROTECT THE PUBLIC RIGHTS-OF-WAY AND ADVANCE THE MODERNIZATION
OF PUBLIC UTILITIES

Regulated public utilties provide municipalities with necessary services and commodities. In order to
deliver these services and commaodities, regulated public utilties utilize the public rights-of-way.
Municipalities, residents and commercial interests should have a role in the decisions affecting this
land both as interested parties and as customers of the regulated public utilty. Regulated utilities must
become more open to new technologies, new approaches and new behaviors to become better
‘partners with municipalities and residents; and must also develop a proactive culture of customer

~ service, open communications, reliability, and addressing localized matters of importance.



 LEGISLATIVET PRIORITIES



PUBLIC SAFETY PENSION REFORMS

Additional reforms to the police and fire pension systems are needed to protect the pension
systems and the obligations to police officers and firefighters, while recognizing the growing
stress these pensions place on municipalities and their residents.

In 2008, the legislature adopted proposals from municipalities that would bring improved
accountability, ethics, professionalization of fund management, conflict-of-interest restrictions, and
public disclosure of pension board activity. These reforms were important and overdue - but more still
needs to be done. The Conference is proposing four more reforms fo further improve the operations
of public safety pension boards without altering in any way the pension benefits that are guaranteed
to either pensioners or current employees.

+ Remove Pension Levies from Tax Cap - Because of previous state-mandated pension increases,
combined with current economic conditions, it is imperative to have pension costs removed from
the tax cap for non-home rule communities. Pension mandates are funded entirely by local
communities, requiring diversions from other municipal services and employee reductions. The
economy in the past six months suggests municipal officials should expect unprecedented low
returns on investment portfolios. The ability of local governments to keep pubiic safety pensions
adequately funded will be greatly eroded without a change to the pension levy restrictions.

e Municipal Right-of-Intervention in Alf Pension Board Matters - Municipalities used to have the
right to appear before police and fire pension boards to provide evidence that might contradict a
disability claim, or to aid in the determination regarding whether a pension benefit should be
awarded. That right was taken away by the courts, and it needs to be restored by the General
Assembly. .

¢ Permissive Authority for Police and Fire Pension Boards to Invest Funds in IMRF - Downstate
and suburban police and fire pension boards are restricted to certain investments based upon the
fund’s size. This proposal would allow pension boards to voluntarily elect to invest money with
IMRF. Because IMRF is professionally managed and subject to far fewer investment restrictions,
police and fire pension boards electing to allow IMRF to invest their money may benefit from
potentially greater investment returns. Data from the lllinois Department of Financial and
Professional Regulation has shown most funds are underperforming. Allowing these funds to invest
money with IMRF would enhance their potential to meet assumptions, and may potentially relieve
municipalities from overly burdensome contributions. :

« Blended Salary Average for Pension Calculations of Newly-Hired Police and Firefighters -
Police and firefighter pensions are determined based upon a calculation that includes years of
service multiplied by creditable service multiplied by final salary. Public safety pensions use the
salary earned by the employee on the last day of service as the finai salary. Other municipal
employees who participate in IMRF are subject to a similar formula. A significant difference, -
however, is that the final salary determination under IMRF is the highest four consecutive years out
of the last ten years of an employee’s career. The suggested statutory change would bring the
police and fire pension funds into compliance with most other public pension systems established
within lllinois (13 of 17). The change would only be applicable to police officers and firefighters
hired after the effective date of the new law.



'AMEND THE PUBLIC SAFETY EMPLOYEE BENEFITS ACT

It is necessary to amend the Public Safety Employee Benefits Act (PSEBA} to clar)'fy and re-
enforce the purpose of this important legisiation. Without these changes, employees, taxpayers
and local governments will experience excessive and unnecessary costs.

The intent of this legislative initiative is to seek a sound, negotiated, legistative compromise to avoid
fiscal strife and the possible cut back of other services and programs. it is not intended to limit or deny a
catastrophically injured public safety employee, who is unable to work in any other gainful employment,
from collecting their rightful heaith insurance benefits and other compensation.

PSEBA was enacted in 1997 and provides that municipal public séfety employees who have been killed
or sustain a “catastrophic injury” in the line-of-duty receive health insurance benefits for life from the
municipality. These benefits include the employee’s family.

In 2003, the lllinois State Supreme Court ruled that any police or fire employee who receives a line-of-
duty disability pension is catastrophically injured and is entitled to the municipally-funded health
insurance benefits for life. The definition set forth by the Illinois Surpreme Court exposes financially
strapped municipalities and taxpayers to huge health care liabilities by requiring municipalities to pay
lifetime health insurance benefits for individuals (and their families) who are otherwise able to obtain
gainful employment, sometimes at a higher rate of compensation; who have access to other health
insurance benefits; and who are collecting a pension of 65% of their salary tax free.

A section of the Act provides that “health insurance benefits payable from any other source shall reduce
the benefits payable under this section”. This section does not require any notice to the municipality that
the employee has subsequent employment or access to health insurance benefits from that subsequent
employer nor does it require the employee to accept available health benefits from a subsequent
employer.

The legislative initiative would propose to address the Act as follows:

» Define “Catastrophic injury” in a manner consistent with the use of the term within the federal Public
Safety Officers’ Benefits Act of 1976. The federal law considers injuries “catastrophic” when they are
defined as “consequences of an injury that permanently prevents an individua! from performing any
gainful work”; :

» Require the employee o give notice of new employment to the municipality;
* Require the employee to give notice if insurance benefits are available at subsequent employment;

» Require the employee 1o give notice if insurance benefits are available through a spouse’s
employment; Lo

* When coverage from the subsequent employer or spouse is comparable (or greater) to the municipal
coverage, require the employee to accept this coverage if no unreasonable hardship is faced; and

+ When coverage from the subsequent employer or spouse is less favorable than municipai coverage,
seek to require the disabled employee to accept this coverage if the municipality provides separate
additional coverage or compensation so that the total benefits received by the employee are
comparable (or greater) than the municipal coverage. '



PROTECT AUTHORITY FOR RED LIGHT CAMERA ENFORCEMENT

The Conference supports the continued use of red light camera enforcement for
municipalities to address important and significant public safety concerns.

In 2008, legislation was amended to add DuPage County, along with other collar counties, to the list
of jurisdictions that could enforce violations of traffic code offenses using cameras. This tool, initially
used only in the City of Chicago, but implemented around the world has had significant success in
reducing traffic accidents.

* A 2005 study of the Raleigh, North Carolina red light camera program conducted by the Institute for
Transportation Research and Education at North Carolina State University compared “before” and
“after” red light camera intersection data and found right-angle crashes dropped by 42 percent,
rear-end crashes dropped by 25 percent and total accidents dropped by 22 percent.

* A 2007 study of speed cameras on Arizona State Route 101 in Scottsdale found a 50 percent
reduction in the total crash frequency, with injuries falling by 40 percent. However rear-end
collisions increased by 55 percent.

¢ The Insurance Institute for Highway Safety has found that cameras have been shown fo
substantially reduce red light violations. Institute evaluations in Fairfax, Virginia and Oxnard,
California showed that camera enforcement reduced red light running violations by about 40
percent. In addition to reducing red light running at camera-equipped sites, violation reductions in
both communities carried over to signalized intersections not equipped with red light cameras,
indicating community-wide changes in driver behavior. An Institute evaluation of red light cameras
in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, found that after red light violations were reduced by 36 percent
following increased yellow signal timing, the addition of red fight cameras further reduced red light
violations by 96 percent. In addition fo reducmg red light violations, cameras have been shown to
reduce intersection crashes. In Oxnard, California, significant city-wide crash reductions followed
the introduction of red light cameras, and injury crashes at intersections with traffic signals were
reduced by 29 percent. Front-into-side collisions - the crash type most closely associated with red
light running - were reduced by 32 percent overall, and front-into-side crashes involving injuries
were reduced by 68 percent. An Institute review of international red light camera studies
concluded that cameras reduce red light violations by 40-50 percent and reduce injury
crashes by 25-30 percent.

Red light camera enforcement in {llinois has come under attack recently in newspapers and
demonstrations opposing its use - often focusing on the enforcement of right-turns-on-red. These foes
of the cameras have determined that municipalities should disregard enforcement of provisions in the

vehicle code. (One wonders what other provisions of the vehicle code they would determine unworthy
of enforcement?)

The Conference is willing to consider and support changes to the existing legislation to address some
of the concerns and make improvements in the operations of the program. These could include such
enhancements as review of all citations by a police officer; a video recording of all right-turn-on-red
citations; timing of the amber light set in accordance to IDOT specifications; and ability for those who
receive citations to contest the ticket by mail or in person.



FOIA - COMMERCIAL REQUESTS

The Conference supports an amendment to the new FOIA legislation (P.A. 98-0542) to authorize
municipalities to deny commercial requests under FOIA or, alternatively, to charge for the full
market-value of the records.

Municipalities understand the vital role that open government plays in our democratic process.
Municipatities support and facilitate individuals seeking fo learn more about their government and
participate in the public debate. While “transparency” is an overused word, municipalities truly do strive to
permit the public to see and understand the operations and actions of their government.

~ Beginning on January 1, 2010, sweeping changes to the state’s Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) will
go into effect. The changes will have a substantial impact in the way that municipalities process and
handle requests for records. At the same time, municipalities are being asked to provide more services
with less resources, further increasing the burden created by such provisions as the five-day requirement
for responses. Throughout the legislative process, the Conference expressed significant concerns with
this legislation. These concerns center around the ability of municipalities to be able to comply with the
requirements of the new changes. The implementation of the new changes could be cumbersome at
best. One of the biggest burdens that communities face is the issue of commercial requests.

Under the new changes to FOIA, public bodies must respond to FOIA requests that are made for
commercial purposes. While there is some greater flexibility in the time limits, municipalities must still
provide the information and may not charge more than the de minimis fee allowed for noncommercial
requests. IN EFFECT, THE RESIDENTS OF THE COMMUNITY CONTRIBUTE THEIR TAXES TO
PROVIDE INFORMATION TO COMMERICIAL ENTERPRISES.

The purpose of any open-records law is to promote democracy and increase transparency. But often,
commercial enterprises try, instead, to use these laws for the purpose of getting free marketing
information. This practice imposes extreme burdens on public bodies. These commercial requests are
often large and complex, and they require substantial rescurces to process. They divert time, attention
and resources from responding to more legitimate records requests. And they often ask for personal or
private information, the disclosure of which would not be in the best interest of lllinois’ citizens.

It is hoped that by eliminating the onus of responding to complex, costly, and unnecessary requests,
public bodies will see less of a burden under the new law and will be able to concentrate on providing
better response to legitimate FOIA requests. The Conference proposes to prohibit all commercnat
requests for public records for commermal purposes.

if, however,'the Leglslature believes that commerical requests for public records should be funded by
taxpayers, then the following provisions should by added to the Act:

+ Exempt commercial requests from FOIA's time limits, while instead requiring a response in a,
reasonable time considering the size and complexity of the request;

+ Charge a fee for providing records for commerical purpose that is based on the full cost of producing
the records or the easily discemable commercial value of the record; and

» Impose treble damages for any person who fails to disclose or who improperly uses mformat!on gained
from a FOIA request for commercial purposes.



WESTERN ACCESS - O’HARE AIRPORT

The Conference supports the continued improvement of O’Hare Airport including the access
to the airport from the west, consisting of the Western Bypass and the Elgin-O’Hare
Expressway.

DuPage municipalities around O’Hare have joined together to promote and support the construction
of the Elgin-O'Hare extension and Western Bypass. These road and airport improvements are
expected to increase the annual gross regional product of the DuPage economy in 2006 dollars by

- $3.6 billion in 2015 and more than $10 billiion in 2030.

These communities support IDOT Western Bypass Design 203 (north section of the Western Bypass
to be constructed along a railroad right-of-way north of Elgin-O’Hare Expressway); and IDOT Western
Bypass South Alignment “D” (brings the south leg of the proposed Western Bypass to the east of the

- existing rail corridor in Franklin Park).

In order to keep up with the O’Hare Modernization Program, design and engineering of these roads
must begin soon to meet the proposed completion date of December 31, 2015.

IDOT does not currently have the funding necessary to complete the project within the proposed
timeline. If necessary authorizations and funding are not forthcoming soon, other optlons must be
considered.

A viable option is to work with the lilinois State Toll Highway Authority. The Authority has the ability to
issue bonds and provide financing for this project. Municipalities are willing to pursue discussions with
the Authority, and have already begun to review this approach.

Regardless of the option chosen, engineering and work must begin soon; and any legisiative action
- that is necessary to move the project forward should be completed during the 2010 session.

STATE AND LOCAL FINANCE

SUPPORT LOCAL FUNDING ALTERNATIVES
Support alternative revenue sources, which lessen reliance on the property tax. As one example,
expand the Business and Occupation tax to allow municipalities to tax all businesses and

occupations. Also, allow municipalities with no property tax base to Ievy an initial property tax without
referendum. )

HOTEL MOTEL TAX REVENUE EXPENDITURE _
Amend the Hotel Motel Tax to expand the use of funds by non-home rule municipalities.

REGIONAL EQUITY

- Assure that there is a reasonably close relatlonshtp between the amount of tax dollars raised within a
municipality or county by state and regional agencies, compared to the amount of dollars or services
returned to those municipalities and counties by those state and regional agencies.

MUNICIPAL ADMINISTRATION OF MOTOR FUEL TAX FUNDS

Currently, Motor Fuel Tax (MFT) funds require significant oversight by the lllinois Department of

~ Transportation. While this is appropriate for major projects, it is simply overkill for small projects.
Municipalities have the expertise to handle contracting, finance, and clerical functions and could save
the state and municipal governments money if routine maintenance and resurfacing projects were not
subject to approval and supervision of the Department.

LOCAL GOVERNMENT AUTHORITY

NON-HOME RULE SALES TAX EXPENDITURE

- Broaden allowable uses of referendum-approved sales tax increases to mirror the uses of the state-
shared sales tax.

REAL ESTATE TRANSFER TAX
- Allow municipalities to enact or increase a real estate transfer tax without a referendum.

OPEN MEETINGS ACT - E-MAIL/ELECTRONIC MEETING ATTENDANCE

Amend the Open Meetings Act to exclude the use of email in the definition of “meeting” (except when
used as immediate electronic communication) and allow electronic meeting attendance in cases of
non-emergencies and out-of-town vacations.

OPEN MEETINGS ACT - NEW BUSINESS

Clarify the Open Meetings Act to explicitly authorize municipal boards to vote on items raised under
“New Business”. '

TORT REFORM
Protect the Tort Immunity Act from changes that create undue liability exposure for municipalites. For
example, use agreed language that is embraced by all affected parties for any amendments.

ADMINISTRATIVE ADJUDICATION _
Allow prosecution of minor offenses through local administrative adjudication for non-home rule
municipalities, and increase the limit for adjudication of civil fines up to $1,000.
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LOCAL GOVERNMENT AUTHORITY, CONTINUED

ELECTION OF TAXING BODIES

Require all special districts with taxing authority to have Board members that are elected, and not
appointed.

MUNICIPAL CONTROL OF FOREIGN FIRE INSURANCE TAX
Elected municipal officials, not fire department members, should receive, budget, and spend the
revenues from the Foreign Fire Insurance Tax.

AUTHORIZATION FOR PART-TIME CODE ENFORCEMENT EMPLOYEES
State statutes relating to housing codes, zoning ordinances, and nuisances for non-home rule
communities require that a full-time municipal empioyee issue the citation for violations.

REGULATION AND LICENSING FOR PROPERTY MAINTENANCE

Only home rule municipalities are permitted to establish property inspection systems, licensing and
regulation of rental property managers, and licensing and regulation of landlords. These regulation
and licensing programs promote compliance with building, housing, and zoning regulations; identify
responsible parties and provide contact information to enforce violations of codes; and contribute
greatly to keeping property values strong.

DELAY CHANGING MUNICIPAL COUNCIL DISTRICT BOUNDARIES
With the 2010 census data estimated to be completed and reported by December 2010, this proposal
will delay the redistricting of council districts until the 2013 election cycle.

PUBLISHING ORDINANCES AND NOTICES ON MUNICIPAL WEBSITES
Municipal governments should be allowed to choose to publish local ordinances and notices on the
community’s website.

PERMISSIBLE OWNERSHIP OF EXCHANGE TRADED FUNDS (ETF)

In order to address ethics issues, municipal officials who own a stock within an Exchange Traded
Fund of not more than 1% of a corporation may still vote on issues involving the company wzthout
there being a conflict of interest.

PERSONNEL AND COLLECTIVE BARGAINING

PREVAILING WAGE ACT _
Repeal or modify the Prevailing Wage Act to give municipalities more flexibility, and permitting limited
local budgets to address the needs of local residents.

REGULATION OF CHARITABLE SOLICITATIONS ON BEHALF OF POLICE OR FIRE UNIONS
Develop effective efforts to prevent fraud and misrepresentation by solicitors. |

“CONFIDENTIAL EMPLOYEES” UNDER ILRA

Legislation is necessary fo include within the definition of “confidential employees” those secretaries
and similar support staff working directly for certain management personnel and ensure that such
employees are not considered “public employees” entitled to membership within a bargaining unit.
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~ PERSONNEL AND COLLECTIVE BARGAINING, CONTINUED

AMEND PUBLIC SAFETY PENSION BOARD TRAINING L EGISLATION
The 2009 legislation (P.A. 96-0429) needs to be amended to permit training using current technology

(on-line courses, webinars) and expand provisions to permit local community collages to be certified
fo provide training.

WORKERS’ COMPENSATION ACT - INFLUENCE OF DRUGS OR ALCOHOL
Legislation is_needed to amend the Workers’ Compensation Act to provide that there is a rebuttable
presumption that an employee who sustains an injury while under the influence of drugs or aicohol

was outside the course and scope of the employee’s employment and thus not entitled to benefits
under the Act.

AMEND THE ILLINOIS LABOR RELATIONS ACT TO INCLUDE FINANCIAL ABILITY
Amend the Act to include the interest and welfare of the public and the financial ability of the unit of
government to.meet costs as primary factors for consideration during interest arbitration.

UNEMPLOYMENT INSURANCE FOR SCHOOL CROSSING GUARDS

Municipalities who employ school crossing guards are at a disadvantage because, unlike crossing
guards employed by school districts, those employed by municipalities may file for unemployment
insurance benefits during the summer recess or holiday recess. This inequity should be corrected to
permit municipalities the same protection from unemployment claims.

PUBLIC SAFETY, UTILITIES & ENVIRONMENT

ENFORCEMENT OF STATE LAWS UNDER LOCAL CODES

Protect the authority of communities to enforce state statutes under local authority by enacting the
state statute as a part of the municipal code.

INTEROPERABILITY FUNDING
Encourage the federal government to provide additional funding for the implementation of
interoperable radio systems to provide communications between emergency agencies.

NET METERING FOR WIND FARMS
Legislation in 2008 provided that local governments are eligible to own and operate a wind generation
turbine farm. However, to be effective, the statute must mandate net aggregate metering.

MUNICIPAL EXEMPTION FROM PROVIDING DEFIBRILLATORS IN PARKS

Current law requires that indoor and outdoor physical fitness facilities have automatic external
defibrillators {(AED), and an individual trained in the use of the AED, on site. Public Act 95-0712
exempts park districts from this regulation - but not municipal park departments.

EXTENSION OF WIRELESS EMERGENCY TELEPHONE SAFETY ACT

Public safety agencies and wireless carriers operating wireless 9-1-1 and wireless E9-1-1 systems
require adequate funding to recover the costs of designing, purchasing, installing, testing, and
operating enhanced facilities, systems and services necessary to comply with the wireless E9-1-1
requirements mandated by the Federal Communications Commission.
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PUBLIC SAFETY, UTILITIES AND ENVIRONMENT, CONTINUED

OPPOSE USE OF ETSB FUNDS TO PURCHASE AUTOMATED EXTERNAL DEFIBRILLATORS
Emergency Telephone Service Boards have limited funds to support the police and fire agencies they
serve. Diverting funds reduces the ability of public safety agencies o assure the ‘qvailability of current
equipment and technology. '

ABILITY OF NON-HOME RULE MUNICIPALITIES TO TAX OUT-OF-STATE GAS
While home rule municipalities can levy a tax on natural gas provided by out-of-state companies, non-

home rule municipalites cannot levy the tax. Legislation is needed to authorize this important source
of funding.

MUNICIPAL UTILITY AUDITS _
The state should not limit the ability of municipalities to audit the taxes that are due to communities
from public utilities. Further, the utilities should be responsible for their errors in collecting and
disbursing tax revenues. Municipalities should not be punished for the mistakes of the utilities.

MUNICIPAL SPEED LIMIT REDUCTION

Permit municipalities to lower the speed limit to less than 35 mph in large lot and/or low populated
areas.

RELIEVE MUNICIPAL RESPONSIBILTY FOR MEDICAL COSTS FOR SELF-INFLICTED INJURIES
FOR ARRESTEES

The County Jail Act should be afnended to relieve municipalities for the responsibility for medical
costs for self-inflicted injuries to arrestees.

PUBLIC SAFETY FEE INCREASES _

Municipalities should be allowed to add a $20 fee to court costs for felon, misdemeanor, and traffic
violations which would go to the local government making the arrest. In addition, prosecution fees for
violations of municipal ordinances should be raised from $10 to $25.

REPAIR CONTRADICTORY LAWS FOR LOW SPEED VEHICLES ON MUNICIPAL ROADS
Two legislative proposals approved by the Governor must be reconciled because they directly
conflict. Legisiation should prohibit the use of low speed vehicles on municipal roads unless the
municipality votes to allow their use.

| PLANNING, LAND USE & TRANSPORTATION

REGIONAL AIR CAPACITY

Pianning for Regional Air Capacity should seek out the best and most efficient means to meet future
demands for air travel while protecting the safety, well-being and housing of residents, businesses
and travelers. The proposed third regional airport must advance immediately to meet the region’s air .-
travel needs.

SIGN REGULATION
Protect municipal authority to regulate signs.
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PLANNING, LAND USE AND TRANSPORTATION, CONTINUED

LIMIT BILLBOARD REMOVAL COMPENSATION

Support legislation to allow municipalities to continue using amortization as a form of “just
compensation” when zoning makes a billboard a nonconforming use. Prior to a 2004 court decision,
amortization was allowed. Since then, municipalities have been required to pay for removal of a
billboard, regardless of age or condition. ‘

EXPAND ALLOWABLE ANNEXATION BOUNDARIES

Expand a municipality’s rights with respect to involuntary annexations by adding railroad and utility
rights-of-way as allowable boundaries.

LAND DISCONNECTION

Prohibit the disconnection of land from a municipality without the approval of the city council or the
village board.

WESTERN ACCESS . -
Western Access for O'Hare Airport must be constructed as a meaningful “front entrance” to the facility,
and any roadways and other infrastructure must be located within existing airport property. Adjacent

municipalities must be involved in planning and development of Western Access and the resulting
impact on those communities.

LOSS OF AFFORDABLE HOUSING
O’Hare expansion as proposed would create a significant negative impact on the availability of
affordable housing in DuPage County. This must be recognized as a crucial issue by policymakers at

all levels and it is vital that the City of Chicago replace all affordable housing units in DuPage lost to
O’Hare expansion.

SUPPORT NEGATIVE USE RESTRICTIONS
Allow non-home rule communities to enact negative use restrictions that prevent “big box” stores that

relocate outside a community from prohibiting another, similar business from locating at the previous
site.

SPECIAL SERVICE AREAS FOR STORMWATER FACILITIES
Allow the use of special service areas to provide maintenance and operations for drainage facilities
- that are the responsibility of homeowner associations.

LOCAL GOVERNMENT CEMETERIES

The legislature should not impose onerous regulatory burdens on municipal cemeteries. Extending
every single proposed regulatory requirement to also cover government-operated cemeteries is cost-
prohibitive, intrusive, overly restrictive and wholly unnecessary considering that the purpose behind
legislation resulted from an incident at a for-profit cemetery.

ADVERSE POSSESSION FOR SEWER AND WATER PIPES

This would provide that the 20-year period that must pass before a municipality can assume
ownership rights over a water or sewer pipe begins at the time the pipe is installed and not when the
property owner first learns of the pipe.

LOCAL GOVERNMENT QUICK-TAKE AUTHORITY

Municipalities should be granted quick-take authority for the acquisition of land ~fc_)'|_' specific purposes.

ALTERNATIVE SPECIAL SERVICE AREA DISCONNECTIONS

Municipalities should be allowed to petition the circuit court for disconnection of territory from a
special service area if the territory was added mlstakenly and receives no benefit from the special
service area.

ALLOW MU NICIPAL ANNEXATION OVER A CONSERVATION AREA
Legislative authority is needed fo permit municipalities to jump over a conservation area owned by a
not-for-profit organization for the purpose of annexing the land on the other side.

SUPPORT THE RESTORATION OF FUNDING FOR THE COMPREHENSIVE REGIONAL
PLANNING FUND :

The state budget should include an appropriation of $5 million annually from the state General
Revenue Fund for the Chicago Metropolitan Agency for Planning (CMAP) and comprehensive
planning throughout lilinois. This state support for plannlng should not divert municipal revenues to
provide these funds.

Every two years, the Village is requested to adopt a resolution acknowledging requirements of the lllinois
Department of Transportation {(IDOT) as they pertain to the maintenance of Village owned utilities (e.g.,
water mains, storm sewers, street lights, etc.) located within state owned rights-of-ways.

Typically, IDOT requires that a surety bond is submitted along with each permit application received to
perform work upon a state right-of-way. However, for municipal work, a resolution is acceptable in lieu of a
surety bond. The resolution will be applicable for a two-year period.

A RESOLUTION ACKNOWLEDGING REQUIREMENTS OF THE
ILLINOIS DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (IDOT) AS THEY
PERTAIN TO THE MAINTENANCE OF VILLAGE OWNED UTILITIES
LOCATED WITHIN STATE RIGHTS-OF-WAYS.

Whereas, the Village of Willowbrook, hereinafter referred to as MUNICIPALITY,
located in the County of DuPage, State of lllinois, desires to undertake, in the years 2010 and
2011, the location, construction, operation and maintenance of watermains, storm sewers,

Chapter 121 of the lllinois revised statutes requires that any person, firm
or corporation desiring to do work on state maintained rights of way must
first obtain a written permit from the lllinois department of transportation.
This includes any emergency work on broken watermains or sewers.

A surety bond is required with each permit application to insure that all
work is completed in accordance with state specifications and that the
right of way is properly restored.

For permit work to be performed by employees of a municipality a
resolution is acceptable in lieu of the surety bond. This resolution does
not relieve contractors hired by the municipality from conforming with the
‘normal bonding requirements nor from obtaining permits.

The resolution should be enacted for a period of two years. This
procedure will save time and effort as well as reduce the annual
paperwork associated with an annual resolution.

In order to expedite the issuance of permits fo your municipality during
the next two calendar years the attached sample resolution should be
adopted and a signed and certified copy thereof returned to this office.
This resolution does not constitute a blanket permit for work in the State
system. A separate application must be made in each instance. In the
case of an emergency, verbal authority may be given prior fo receipt of
the written application.

ITEM HISTORY (PREVIOUS VILLAGE BOARD REVIEWS, ACTIONS RELATED TO THIS ITEM, OTHER PERTINENT
HISTORY)

Spring Green Lawn and Tree Care currently provides landscape fertilization services to the Village in the form of
fertilization and weed control through six {6) annual applications on parks, rights-of-ways, and the other Village
owned facilities (e.g., Village Hall, pump house, water towers). Staff is very pleased with the quality of services
currently provided by Spring Green and the resulting turf management aspects of our parks and rights-of-ways.
Therefore, staff has asked Spring Green whether they would consider a contract extension for a subsequent
season with no price increase. Spring Green responded that although the cost of the products they apply have
risen, to keep the contract with the Village they would agree to another one-year contract extension and

would not seek a rate increase. Therefore, the rate we would pay for the 10/11 season would be the same as
the 09/10 season. This is the second consecutive year that Spring Green has agreed to extend its contract
prices for a subsequent year.

The Municipal Services Committee has discussed this item at their regular meeting on March 8, 2010 and
recommends that the Village Board approve a contract extension with Spring Green with no increase in price.

ITEM COMMENTARY (BACKGROUND, DISCUSSION, RECOMMENDATIONS, ETC.)

Staff recommends that the competitive bidding process be waived and that a one-year contract extension be
awarded to Spring Green Lawn and Tree Care at the same price as the 2009 season.

ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS FOR PUBLIC WORKS
PROJECTS

INTENT

It is the intent of these specifications and contract that a complete working improvement

be constructed. All necessary work and materials shall be included; whether specifically
called for or implied.

LOCATION OF UTILITIES .

The successful Bidder shall contact the Village of Willowbrook Department of Municpal
Services at least seventy-two (72) hours before beginning work. Where required,
electric, gas, telephone and cable utilities must be located in the field prior to

construction. The Village bears no responsibility for damage done to existing utilities
during construction.

TRAFFIC CONTROL AND PROTECTION

Traffic control and protection - the successful Bidder’s manner of prosecuting the work
or revisions in the phasing of operations may require temporary traffic control devices to
be installed. In such cases, ail but not limited to, signs, signals, markings, traffic codes,
barricades, warning lights, flagimen and other traffic control devices must conform with
all provisions of the appropriate standards. The Village shall be the sole judge as to the
acceptability of placement and maintenance of the traffic control devices prescribed in
the appropriate standards. Said temporary traffic control devices shall be considered
incidental to the contract and no compensation will be allowed.

EXAMINATION OF SITE
The successful Bidder shali carefully examine the site and become familiar with the
conditions under which he/she will have to execute the work required under this contract.

Yailure to do so will in no way relieve the successful Bidder of his’her responsibility
under this contract.

ADDITIONAL WORK

SAFETY :

WORKMANSHIP
Workmanship shall be of the highest caliber in every respect. Workers must take care to

PENALTY FOR NON-COMPLETION

Time is of the essence to the contract. Should the Contractor fail to complete the work
within the timelines stipulated in the contract or within such extended time as may have
been allowed, the Contractor shall be liable and shall pay the Village two hundred fifly
dollars ($250.00) per calendar day not as a penalty but as liquidated damages, for each
day of overrun in the confract time or such extended time as may have been allowed.

ITEM HISTORY (PREVIOUS VILLAGE BOARD REVIEWS, ACTIONS RELATED TO THIS ITEM, PERTINENT HISTORY)

For the last three (3) years, Village Hall janitorial cleaning services have been provided by Best Quality Cleaning
(BQCL), Inc., Franklin Park, iL. The end of the term of the current contract is April 30, 2010. Staff is pleased with
the quality of services currently provided by BQC. Therefore, BOC was asked whether they would consider a
contract extension for a subsequent year with no price increase. BQC indicated that in order to keep the
contract with the Village they would agree to a one-year contract extension and would not seek a rate
increase. Therefore, the rates we would pay for the 10/11 season would be the same as the 09/10 season.

The Municipal Services Committee has discussed this item at their regular meeting on March 8, 2010 and
recommends that the Village Board approve a one-year contract extension with Best Quality Cleaning at the
same price as offered in 2009.

ITEM COMMENTARY (BACKGROUND, DISCUSSION, RECOMMENDATIONS, ETC.)

| The public bid process for this particular contract tends to be very time consuming for staff. After the bid
document is finalized, numerous copies are mailed to available janitorial vendors and a notice of the public bid
is printed in both local newspapers. Given the numerous questions that are-typically received from bidders, a
mandatory pre-bid meeting with all vendors is held to survey the Village Hal! building and answer all questions.
Once the sealed bids are opened, the process to begin to re-train a potential new company begins. From past
experience, staff estimates that it takes approximately 6 months time to properly train and monitors a new
janitorial vendor to ensure the cleaning work is completed as intended and required. Given the ability to
forego this lengthy bidding process and use of staff time, coupled with no price increase from the previous
contract price, this contract renewal offer will save Village resources. As such, staff would recommend that we
waive the competitive bidding process and award a one-year contract directly to BQC, Inc. for the coming year.

The Village’s contract for maintenance of streetlights is with Meade Electric Company, Inc. Staffis very pleased
with the quality of services currently provided by Meade Electric. Therefore, Meade was asked whether they
would consider a contract extension for a subsequent season with no price increase. Meade responded that
although the cost of the products (bulbs, fuses, and other electrical equipment) have risen, to keep the

! contract with the Village they would agree to another one-year contract extension and would not seek a rate
increase. Therefore, the rates we would pay for the 10/11 season would be the same as the 09/10 season. In
addition, since this is the fourth consecutive year Meade has agreed to extend its contract prices for a
subsequent year, the Village has not seen a rate increase over the last four years. We are paying the same unit
prices for streetlight maintenance services as we did in 2007.

The Municipal Services Committee has discussed this item at their regular meeting on March 8, 2010 and
recommends that the Village Board approve a contract extension with Meade Electric Company, Inc. without
an increase in unit prices.

ITEM COMMENTARY (BACKGROUND, DISCUSSION, RECOMMENDATIONS, ETC.)

Staff recommends that the competitive bidding process be waived and a one-year contract extension be
awarded to Meade Electric Company, Inc. at the same unit prices offered as in the 2009 season.

GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

EXAMINATION OF SITE

Bidders shall inform themselves of all the conditions under which the work is to be
performed conceming the site of the work, the obstacles which may be encountered, and all

other relevant matters concerning the work to be performed and the type of work required
under this contract.

The Contractor to whom a contract is awarded will not be allowed any extra compensation

“by reason of any such matters of things concerning which the Contractor did not inform

himself prior to bidding. The successful Contractor mst employ, so far as reasonably
possible as determined by the Village, such methods and means in the carrying out of his
work as will not cause any interruption or interference with any other contractor.

MEETING BEFORE WORK BEGINS

If desired, the Contractor shall meet with the Director of Municipal Services or his
designee(s) prior to the start of work in order to review the contract specifications, designate

the appropnate project contacts, and the manner in which work will be proceeding, among
other items.

DAMAGE TO PUBLIC OR PRIVATE PROPERTY

Any damage of public or private property caused by the Contractor’s operations shall be
resolved with the property owner within ten (10) days after damage occurs to the
satisfaction of the Village. The Contractor shall inform the Village of any damage caunsed
by the Contractor’s .operation on the day such damage occurs. Should the damage not be
rectified within the time frame agreed upon or to the satisfaction of the Village, the Village
reserves the nght fo repair or replace that which was damaged or assess the Contractor such
cost as may be reasonable and related to damaged caused by the Contractor, and deduct
these costs from any payment due the Contractor.

BASIS OF PAYMENT
The Contractor shall be paid for the work as described herein.



PREVAILING WAGES

In accordance with the law and the provisions of 820ILCS 130/0.01 et seq., entitled "an Act
regulating wages of laborers, mechanics, and other workers employed in any public works by
the state, county, city or any public body or any political subdivision or by any one under
contract for public works”, not less than the prevailing rate of wages shall be paid to all
laborers, workmen and mechanics performing work under this contract. Prospective Bidders
shall thoreughly familiarize themselves with the provisions of the above mentioned act and shall
prepare any and all bids in strict compliance therewith. Copies of the prevailing rate of wages

. forths Vil]age are on file in the office of the Vi]lage Clerk of the Village of Willowbrook.

TRESPASS ON LAND -

The Contractor shall confine his operations and storage of materials and equipment to the job
site public right-of-way or easements. The Contractor shall exercise exireme caution so as not
to trespass upon property of third parties not involved- in.the contract. In the event that the
Contractor is to enter upon the property of third parties in the execution of the work he shall

obtain written permission prior to doing so and submit evidence of said written peﬂmssmn to
the Village.

COSTS

The undersigned hereby affirms and states that the prices quoted herein constitute the total
cost to the Village for all work involved in the respective items. This cost also includes all
proposal preparation costs, insurance, royalties, transportation charges, use of all tools
and equipment, superintendent, overhead expense, mspection costs, all profits and all
other work services and conditions necessarily involved in the work to be done in

accordance with the requirements of the contract documents considered severally and
collectively.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION
Each bidder shall be asked to provide the following data with the bid- '

A statement of the items or equipment that the b:dder proposes to use on the project and a
statement noting which of these items of equipment the bidder owns. A separate statement is

needed for those fems the contractor does not own but will be able to rent or otherwise have
access to use,

At least four (4) references who can attest to the bidder’s ability to fulfill this contract including

at least one (1) municipal, governmental, or institutional reference. Include names, addresses.
and phone numbers.

At least one (1) reference that can attest to the bidder’s previous satisfactory performance of a
municipal or other governmental street llght maintenance agreement that is comparable in size
to this project.

Any bidder may be required by the Village to submit additional data in support of the bidder's
claim to be competent to carry out the terms and provisions of the contract.

STREET LIGHTING SYSTEMS

DESCRIPTION OF WORK:

This Contract 1s for the maintenance of Sireet Lighting Systems located in the Village of
Willowbrook, DuPage County, Illinois.

The Contractor shall: (1) clean luminanes, reflectors, and glassware of street lights as
listed in the Contract for the unit prices bid; and (2) furnish all Jabor, materials and
equipment to replace burned out lamps, correct any malfunction of equipment, or affect
any temporary emergency repairs to damaged equipment resulting from any cause.
Labor, matenals, and equipment shall be furnished at the vnit prices stated in the
Contractor’s Proposal.

‘The Contractor shall not be required to patrol the street lighting systems for lamp
Failures, other failures, or nonoperative equipment. However, on notification by the
Owner or duly authorized representative, he shall replace burned out lamps by Friday of
the week in which they were reported. Malfunction of equipment, faulty cable which

- results 1n entire or major portions of circuits being inoperative shall be corrected or

temporarily repaired within 24 hours of notification. Permanent repairs shall be affected
as soon thereafter as possible. Payment shall be based on the unit prices per hour for
labor and equipment stated in the Contract. Materials shall be paid for at the unit prices

stated m the Contract or, if not so stated, shall be paid for as described elsewhere in these
Special Provisions.

C.  METHOD OF CLEANING:

All cleaning of laminaires, reflectors, and refractors specified in this contract shall be

accomplished in accordance with manufacturer’s recommendations. Care shall be taken

in the entire cleaning operation to prevent any disruption in the alignment of the

{uminaire.

Reflectors are finished by the patented “alzak’ process, and shall be cleaned with mild

soap or detergent and water, Bon Ami, or liquid wax emulsion.




1.

Glass refractors will be washed with soap or detergent and water. Afler washing, the

surfaces shall be rinsed and wiped dry with a soft cleth. Care shall be exercised so as not
to chip or bruise glass surfaces.

Plastic refractors are more easily scratched and special care shall beused. No hard, rough
cloths shall be used. Grease or 0il may be removed with a mild household detergent
solution. Solvents such as acetone, benzene, carbon tetrachlonide, lacquer thinners,
commercial window sprays, or kitchen scouning compounds shall not be allowed. After
washing the refractors, they shall be given a final rinse in an anti-static

solution such as “CADCO” or “ANSTAC-2-M”, or equal, and allowed to air dry without
wiping. )

BASIS OF PAYMENT:

The Contractor shall be paid for the work under this section at the contract until prices per
each for CLEANING LUMINAIRES, REFLECTORS, AND REFRACTORS for (1) pole
top mounted unit having a mounting height of approximately sixteen feet (16°), and (2)
for bracket-mounted units having a mounting height of over twenty-five feet (25”), which
pnices shall be payment in full for farnishing alt 1abor, matenials, equipment, tools and
transporiation services necessary to do the work as specified. The Owner shall pay for
this work no later than sixty (60) days afier receipt of a statement from the Contractor.

STREET LIGHTING SYSTEM MAINTENANCE

DECRIPTION:

Under this section, the Contractor shall furmish labor, matenals, and equipment to
perform the following listed services to maintain the existing “Street Lighting Systems”
of the Owner. The Contractor shall be expected to perform the following repairs and

replacements upon notification by the Owner. The Owner may, in its discretion, have
others do all or part of the following:

1. Replace burned out Jamps that are reported to the Contractor by the Owner, the
same day, if possible, but in no case later than the Friday of the week in which
they were reported. At the ime of replacement of bumed out, broken, or missing
lamps, the reflectors and refractors shall be cleaned in accordance with these
Specifications. All lamps replaced shall be of the same wattage as the lamps
removed. Lamps of the various wattages shall be furnished by the
Contractor in accordance with the Specifications included herein.

2. Realign light standards, brackets and Juminiares where required.

3. Replace or make repairs to any equipment of components damaged from any
cause whatsoever.

4. Replace or repair damaged or defective hight poles, foundations, mast arms,
luminaires, handhole covers, and any appurtenances.



LAMPS:

These items shall inchude the fumnishing of mercury vapor and high pressure sodium of

the sizes and types specified hereinafter in existing luminaires and at the locations
directed by the Owner and/or Engineer.

The lamps shall be designed to bumn in any position and shall have an approximate rated
life of 24,000 hours at ten (10) hours buming time per start and shall come to

rated candlepower in not over four (4) minutes afier starting.

1. The 400-watt mercury vapor lamps shall provide 21,000 initial Jumens.

2. The 250-watt mercory vapor lamps shall provide 12,100 initial lumens.

3. ‘The 175-watt mercury vapor lamps shall provide 8,600 initial humens.

4. The 400-watt high pressure sodium lamps shall provide 50,000 initial lomens.

5. The 250-wait high pressure sodium lamps shall provide 27,500 initial lumens.

6. The 150-watt high pressure sodium lamps shall provide 16,000 ini_tial lumens.

7. The 100-watt high pressure sodium lamps shall provide 9,500 nitial lomens.

8. The 55-watt high pressure sodium lamps shall provide 4,000 initial lumens.

The Contractor shall specify the manufacture or make of the lamps he proposes to fumish
in the space provided in the “Schedule of Prices” of the Proposal.

METHOD OF COMPUTING TIME:

Rates for labor and equipment furnished by the Contractor shall be based on the ttme the
man and equipment leave the shop or leave another job and for the actual time engaged in
the work. 1f the work, as ordered by the Owner, does.not take a full day, the time for
returning to the shop shall be included in the total time figured for payment. However, if

. the labor and equipment moves to another job, the time moving to the other job shall not
-be included. The time the Contractor spends in moving from one location to another

location on this project will be included.

BASIS OF PAYMENT:

Payment for “Street Lighting System Maintenance” shall be paid for as follows:

1. Labor: For skilled and unskilled labor, the Contractor will be paid the Contract
Unit price per hour computed as outlines in “Method of Computing Time” above, and
as set forth in the “Proposal” section, “Schedule of Prices”, which rates shall include:

(1) Compensation Insurance, (2) Liability Insurance, (3) Federal and State
Unemployment tax, (4) Federal Old Age Annuity Tax, (5) Health and Welfare Trust
Fund, (6) Vacation fund, (7) Over head and (8) Profit. }f it is necessary for the
Contractor to employ the services of any other class of skilled, semi-skilled, or
unskilled, other than those listed in the “Schedule of Prices”, the Contractor shall
receive the current local rate of wage for each hour that said labor or foreman are -
actually engaged in such work computed as outlines under “Method of Computing
Time” above mentioned, to which cost shal be added fifteen percent (15%) of the
sum thereof. The Contractor may also receive the net cost of: (1) Compensation
Insurance, (2) Liability Insurance, (3) Federal and State Unemployment Tax, (4)
Federal Old Age Annuity Tax, (5) Health and Welfare Trust Funds and (6) Vacation
Fund.

Matenals: For mercury vapor and high pressure sodivm lamps used in the
maintenance of “Street Lighting Systems”, the Contractor will be paid the
Contract unit price per each for “400 WATT MERCURY VAPOR LAMPS”;
“250 WATT MERCURY VAPOR LAMPS™; “175 WATT MERCURY VAPOR
LAMPS~; “400 WATT HIGH PRESSURE SODIUM LAMPS™; “250 WATT
HIGH PRESSURE SODIUM LAMPS’; “150 WATT HIGH PRESSURE
SODIUM LAMPS™; “100 WATT HIGH PRESSURE SODIUM LAMPS™; and
“55 WATT HIGH PRESSURE SODIUM LAMPS’ as set forth in the “Schedule
Of Prices”, incladed herein.

Should materials or parts other than lamps as specified above be required to effect
repairs o replacements to the “Street Lighting Systems”, the Contractor shall furnish
such parts and will receive the actual cost of the matenals and parts, to which a
maximum of fifteen percent (15%) shall be added.

Equipment: For the equipment listed in the “Schedule of Prices” the Contractor

will receive the hourly equipment rental rate for the actual number of hours the
equipment 1s used on the work, computed as outlines herein, at the Contract unit price
per hour for “SERVICE TRUCK” and “TOWER AND BUCKET TRUCK”,

‘which hourly rates shall include depreciation, inisurance repairs, and operating costs.

If it is necessary for the Contractor to use equipment not included in the “Schedule of
Prices”, the Contractor shall receive a reasonable ewnership expense cost, computed in
accordance with the corrent “Schedule of Average Annual Equipment Ownership

' "_F:xpense with Operating cost”, as approved and adopted by the Iilinois Department of

Transportation, and subsequent revisions and addictions for the period that said
machinery and equipment is in use on the work, to which no percent will be added.
-Operating costs of such equipment will be paid for at the cost computed as outlined
herein. Prior to the use of any unlisted equipment, the Contractor shall establish

- ownership and operating costs of the equipment and submit them to the Owner for

approval.

Payment: The Owner shall pay for labor, matenals, or equipment fumished for
“Street Lighting System Maintenance” within sixty (60) days after receipt of a
statement from the Contracior.

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CONSTRUCTION AIR QUALITY - DIESEL. VEHICLE EMISSIONS CONTROL (BDE)

Effective: April 1, 2009
Revised: July 1, 2009

Diesel Vehicle Emissions Controf. The reduction of construction air emissions shall be
accomplished by using cleaner bumning diesel fuel. The term “equipment” refers to any and all
diesel fuel powered devices rated at 50 hp and above, to be used on the project site in excess
of seven calendar days over the course of the construction period on the project site {including
any “rental” equipment).

All equipment on the jobsite, with engine ratings of 50 hp and above, shall be required to: use
Ultra Low Sulfur Diesel fuel (ULSD) exclusively (15 ppm sulfur content or less).

Diesel powered equipment in non-compliance will not be allowed to be used on the pro;ect sute
and is also subject to a notice of non- compliance as outlined below. v

The Contractar shall submit copies of monthly summary reports and include certified copies of
the ULSD diesel fuel delivery slips for diesel fuel delivered to the jobsite for the reportmg time'
period, noting the quantity of diesel fuel used.

if any diesel powered equipment is found to be in non-compliance with any portion of this’
specification, the Engineer will issue the Contractor a notice of non-compliance and identify-an
appropriate period of time, as ouflined below under environmental deficiency deductlon in
which to bnng the equipment into compliance or remove it from the project site.

Any costs associated with bringing any diesel powered equipment into compliance with these
diesel vehicle emissions controls shall be considered as included in the contract unit prices bid
for the various items of work involved and no additional compensation will be allowed. .- The
Contractor's compliance with this notice .and any associated regulations shall also not be
grounds for a claim. '

Environmental Deficiency Deduction. When the Engineer is notified, or determines that an
environmental control deficiency exists, he/she will notify the Contractor in writing, and direct the
Contractor to correct the deficiency within a specified time period. The specified time-period,
which begins upon Contractor notification, will be from 1/2 hour to 24 hours long, based on the
urgency of the situation and the nature of the deficiency. The Engineer shall be the sole judge
regarding the time period.

The deficiency will be based on Iack of repair, mamtenance and diesel vehicle emissions
control.

If the Contractor fails to correct the deficiency within the specified time frame, a daily monetary
deduction will be imposed for each calendar day or fraction thereof the deficiency continues to
exist. The calendar day(s) will begin when the time period for correction is exceeded and end
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with the Engineer's written acceptance of the correction. The dailty monetary deduction will be
$1,000.00 for each deficiency idenfified. -

If a Contractor or subcontractor accumulates three environmental deficiency deductions in a
contract period, the Contractor will be shutdown untit the deficiency is corrected. Such a
shutdown will not be grounds for any extension of contract fime, waiver of penalties, or be
grounds for any claim.

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CONSTRUCTION AIR QUALITY - IDLING RESTRICTIONS {BDE)
Effective; April 1, 2009

Idling Restrictions. The Contractor shall establish truck-staging areas for all diesel powered
vehicles that are waiting to load or unload material at the jobsite. Staging areas shall be located
where the diesel emissions from the equipment will have a minimum impact on adjacent
sensitive receptors. The Department will review the selection of staging areas, whether within
or outside the existing highway right-of-way, to avoid locations near sensitive areas or
populations to the extent possible. Sensitive receptors include, but are not limited to, hospitals,
schools, residences, motels, hotels, daycare facilities, elderly housing and convalescent

facilities. Diesel powered engines shall also be located as far away as possible from fresh air

intakes, air conditioners, and windows. The Engineer will approve staging areas before
implementation.

Diesel powered vehicle operators may not cause or allow the motor vehicle, when it is not in
motion, to idle for more than a total of 10 minutes within any 60 minute period, except under any
of the following circumstances:

1) The motor vehicle has a gross vehicle weight rating of less than 8000 ib (3630 kg) .

2) The motor vehicle idles while forced to remain motioniess because of on-highway traffic,
an official traffic control device or signal, or at the direction of a law enforcement official.

3) The motor vehicle idles when operating defrosters, heaters, air conditioners, or other
equipment solely to prevent a safety or health emergency.

4) A police, fire, ambulance, public safety, other emergency or law enforcement motor
vehicle, or any motor vehicle used in an emergency capacity, idles while in an
emergency or training mode and not for the convenience of the vehicle operator.

5) The primary propulsion engine idies for maintenance, servicing, repairing, or diagnostic
purposes if idling is necessary for such activity.

8) A motor vehicle idles as part of a government inspection to verify that ali equipment 1s in
good working order, provided idling is required as part of the inspection.

7) When idiing of the motor vehicle is required to operate auxiliary equipment to accomplish
the intended use of the vehicle (such as loading, unloading, mixirig, or processing cargo;
controlling cargo temperature; construction operations, lumbering operations; oil or gas
well servicing; or farming operations), provided that this exemption does not apply when
the vehicle is idling sotely for cabin comfort or to operate non-essential equipment such
as air conditioning, heating, microwave ovens, or televisions.

8) When the motor vehicle idles due to mechanical difficulties over which the operator has
no control.

9) The outdoor temperature is less than 32 °F (0 °C) or greater than 80 °F (26 °C).

When the outdoor temperature is greater than or equal to 32 °F (0 °C) or less than or equal to
80 °F (26 °C), a person who operates a motor vehicle operating on diesel fuel shall not cause or
allow the motor vehicle to idle for a period greater than 30 minutes in any 60 minute period while
waiting to weigh, load, or unioad cargo or freight, unless the vehicle is in a line of vehicles that
regularly and periodically moves forward.
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" The above requirements do not prohibit thé operation of an auxiliary power unit or genei’atbf set

as an alternative to idling the main engine of a motor vehicle operating on diesel fuel..
Environmental Deficiency Deduction. When the Engineer is notified, or determines that an
environmental control deficiency exists based on non-compliance with the idling restrictions,
hefshe will notify the Contractor, and direct the Contractor to correct the deficiency.

If the Contractor fails fo correct the deficiency a monetary deduction will be imposed. The
monetary deduction will be $1,000.00 for each deficiency identified.

Federal regulations found at 49 CFR §26.29 mandate the Department to establish a contract
clause to require Contractors to pay subcontractors for satisfactory performance of their
subcontracts and to set the fime for such payments.

State law also addresses the timing of payments to be made to subcontractors and material
suppliers. Section 7 of the Prompt Payment Act, 30 LCS 540/7, requires that when a
Contractor receives any payment from the Department, the Contractor shali make
corresponding, proportional payments to each subcontractor and material supplier performing
work or supplying material within 15 calendar days after receipt of the Department payment.
Section 7 of the Act further provides that interest in the amount of two percent per month, in
addition to the payment due, shali be paid to any subcontractor or material supplier by the
Contractor if the payment required by the Act is withheld or delayed without reasonable cause.
The Act also provides that the time for payment required and the calculation of any interest due
applies to transactions between subcontractors and lower-tier subcontractors and material
suppliers throughout the contracting chain. '

This Special Provision establishes the required federal contract clause, and adopts the 15
calendar day requirement of the State Prompt Payment Act for purposes of compliance with the
federal regulation regarding payments to subcontractors. This contract is subject to the
following payment obligations.

When progress payments are made fo the Contractor according to Article 109.07 of the
Standard Specifications, the Contractor shall make a corresponding payment to each
subcontractor and material supplier in proportion to the work satisfactorily completed by each
subcontractor and for the material supplied to perform any work of the contract. The
proportionate amount of partial payment due to each subcontractor and material supplier
throughout the contracting chain shall be determined by the quantities measured or otherwise
determined as eligible for payment by the Department and included in the progress payment to
the Contractor. Subcontractors and material suppliers shall be paid by the Contractor within 15
calendar days after the receipt of payment from the Department. The Contractor shall not haid
retainage from the subcontractors. These obligations shall also apply to any payments made by
subcontractors and material suppliers to their subcontractors and material suppliers; and to all
payments made to lower tier subcontractors and material suppliers throughout the contracting
chain. Any payment or portion of a payment subject to this provision may only be withheld from
the subconiractor or material supplier to whom it is due for reasonable cause.

This Special Provision does not create any rights in favor of any subcontractor or material
supplier against the State or authorize any cause of action against the State on account of any
payment, nonpayment, delayed payment, or interest claimed by application of the State Prompt
Payment Act. The Department will not approve any delay or postponement of the 15 day
requirement except for reasonable cause shown after notice and hearing pursuant to Section

ITEM HISTORY (PREVIOUS VILLAGE BOARD REVIEWS, ACTIONS RELATED TO THIS ITEM, PERTINENT HISTORY)

During the Board budget workshop, staff reviewed a recently identified drainage problem that affects the
intersection of Adams Street and Tanglewood Lane. Stormwater will tend to accumulate on the Adams Street
pavement to the extent that a traffic hazard is created. In the past, public works crews have measured the
depth of inundation at 24" (please see attached photograph taken of the most recent occurrence on October
30, 2009). At these times, public works crews must post signage warning motorists of the hazard, and have
instalied pumps to expedite the drain-down of the roadway. Once the stormwater receded, the underground
storm lines are typically power jetted to ensure there are no blockages, creating substantial expense.

The Village engineer was asked to review the storm drainage route and develop a solution. The most
economical solution was determined to be a bypass sewer that would route stormwater directly into Lake

Willoway, as originally intended. Staff obtained proposals from two (2) of our regular underground
contractors to complete the scope of work:

Vendor Proposal
Scott Contracting Inc., St. Charles $6,475.00
Sunset Sewer & Water, inc., Beecher $10,685.00

To help reduce project costs, the Village will provide the required bedding stone for the installation, and will
haul away excavated spoils from the project using Village equipment. The Village will also arrange for the
required landscape restoration at a later date after the trench has adequately settled.

ITEM COMMENTARY (BACKGROUND, DISCUSSION, RECOMMENDATIONS, ETC.)

Funds to complete this project are available within the FY 09/10 Budget. Staff would recommend that the
Village Board accept the low proposal from Scott Contracting, Inc. to complete this project.

EXHIBIT “A”

EMPLOYMENT AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into effective as of the 12™ day of
April, 2010, by and between the VILLAGE OF WILLOWBROOK, an Illinois municipal
corporation (sometimes hereinafter referred to as the “VILLAGE”) and MARK
SHELTON, a sworn member of the Willowbrook Police Department (sometimes

hereinafter referred to as the “EMPLOYEE™):

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the VILLAGE, to the extent permitted by law, desires to employ
the services of EMPLOYEE as the Chief of Police of the VILLAGE, as such position is
provided for by the Village Code of the Village of Willowbrook; and,

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the VILLAGE to provide certain benefits, to
establish certain conditions of employment and to set working conditions of said
EMPLOYEE as the Chief of Police; and,

WHEREAS, the purposes of this Agreement are:

1. To secure and retain the services of EMPLOYEE and to provide inducement
for him to remain in such employment;

2. To make possible full work productivity by assuring EMPLOYEE’S morale
and peace of mind with respect to future security;

3. To act as a deterrent against malfeasance or dishonesty for personal gain on

the part of the EMPLOYEE;



4. To provide a just means of terminating EMPLOYEE’S services with or
without cause as the VILLAGE may desire; and,

WHEREAS, EMPLOYEE desires to be employed as Chief of Police of the
VILLAGE upon the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing recitals and of the
covenants and conditions hereinafter contained, the adequacy and sufficiency of which

the parties hereto hereby stipulate, the parties hereto agree as follows:

SECTION ONE: EMPLOYMENT: Subject to the terms of this

Agreement, the VILLAGE agrees to appoint the EMPLOYEE, a sworn member of the
Willowbrook Police Department, to the office of Chief of Police of the VILLAGE to
perform the functions and duties of said office in accordance with the Village Code of the
Village of Willowbrook and any other ordinances, resolutions, rules and regulations,
policies of the VILLAGE, and professional codes of ethics in effect as of the effective
date of this Agreement, and those hereafter adopted or instituted by the VILLAGE as the
case may be, pertaining to the duties and responsibilities of the Chief of Police. The
EMPLOYEE shall periodically attend such meetings and make such written and oral
reports and recommendations as the President, Village Board or Village Administrator
may require. He shall report to and follow such directions as the Village President or
Village Administrator may from time to time provide. He shall maintain regular office

hours as may from time to time be approved by the Village President.



SECTION TWO: TERM, EXTENSION & REVERSION :  The term
of this Agreement shall commence effective as of April 12, 2010, and shall terminate on
the last day of the term of the incumbent Village President unless sooner terminated by
operation of law or as otherwise provided for in this Agreement. Notwithstanding the
conclusion of the said term of employment solely by reason of the expiration of the
incumbent Village President’s full term of office, the parties hereby agree that the said
term of employment hereunder may, by an executed, written Addendum to this
Agreement, be extended for one additional period not to exceed sixty (60) calendar days
to allow for their possible execution of a new Employment Agreement. In the event that
no such new Agreement is reached and entered into by the parties within said additional
period, then the VILLAGE’S employment of the EMPLOYEE as its Chief of Police
shall, without more, cease and terminate; provided, that should the EMPLOYEE hereafter
voluntarily resign, be terminated by the VILLAGE without cause or be otherwise
terminated by the VILLAGE solely by reason of the expiration of the term of this
Agreement prior to having obtained eligibility to retire on pension, he shall then, ifhe so
desires, revert to, and be established in, the Commander rank he held prior to his previous

" appointment as Deputy Chief of Police and, thereafter, he shall be entitled to all the
benefits and emoluments of such prior rank without regard to whether a vacancy then
exists in such rank; and, provided further, that should the EMPLOYEE hereafter be
terminated by the VILLAGE with cause, for the commission of such acts or omissions as
would justify his termination as a sworn police officer under Illinois common law, he
shall then forfeit his position as Chief of Police, together with any rights or privileges

attendant thereto, including the right to revert to his former Commander rank.



SECTION THREE: TERMINATION AND SEVERANCE PAY:

A. It is expressly understood and agreed that the employment status of
EMPLOYEE is not subject to the jurisdiction of Title 12, Chapter 2, of the Village Code
of the Village of Willowbrook and it is further expressly understood and agreed that the
employment status of EMPLOYEE is not subject to the jurisdiction of the Board of
Police Commissioners of the Village of Willowbrook.

B. Notwithstanding any provision in this Agreement to the contrary, the
VILLAGE shall have the absolute right to terminate the services of the EMPLOYEE with
or without cause at any time and for any reason whatsoever, and without any due process
hearing that might be required by law or otherwise, subject only to subparagraph C of this
Section Three.

For the purposes of this paragraph B, the following events shall be deemed to be
a termination of the services of the EMPLOYEE on the day of such occurrence:

1. Should the VILLAGE expressly terminate or otherwise remove the
EMPLOYEE from his position or substantially all of his
responsibilities of Chief of Police;

2. Should the VILLAGE, without the EMPLOYEE’S consent, at any
time during the term of this Agreement, reduce the salary or other
financial benefits of the EMPLOYEE in a greater percentage than
that applicable across the board for all VILLAGE employees;

3. Should the VILLAGE, upon the written demand of the
EMPLOYEE, fail or refuse to comply with any terms of this

Agreement; or,



4. Should the EMPLOYEE resign following a recommendation by
the corporate authorities that he resign.

5. Should the VILLAGE fail to execute an Extension Addendum to
this Agreement and a new Employment Agreement following the
expiration of the incumbent President’s full term of office in
accordance with the terms, conditions and provisions of SECTION
TWO hereinabove.

Unless the EMPLOYEE is terminated “with cause”, he shall have the right, if
he so elects, to revert to his former rank of Commander. In the event of such a “with
cause” termination, “cause” shall be for all such acts or omissions of the EMPLOYEE as

would justify his termination as a sworn police officer under Illinois common law.

C. If the EMPLOYEE is terminated by the VILLAGE pursuant to the
provisions of subparagraph B above and he elects not to revert to his prior Commander
rank, the VILLAGE agrees to pay EMPLOYEE as severance pay, within thirty (30) days
of termination, a lump sum cash payment equal to three (3) months of the EMPLOYEE’S
annual salary at the time of termination. In addition, the VILLAGE agrees to maintain, in
full force and effect and fo the extent permitted by law, all benefits identified in Sections
Eight and Ten for a period of three (3) months from and after the date of termination.
Alternatively, should the EMPLOYEE elect to revert to his prior Commander rank
following his termination by the VILLAGE pursuant to the provisions of subparagraph B
above, the VILLAGE shall not be obligated to pay the said severance pay and benefits

otherwise provided for herein.



Notwithstanding the foregoing, the VILLAGE shall also not be obligated to pay
the severance pay and severance benefits provided for herein if any such termination is
preceded by six (6) months prior written notice to the EMPLOYEE by the VILLAGE.
The severance and benefit provisions of this subparagraph C do not apply should the
President and Board of Trustees elect not to renew this Agreement.

D. Notwithstanding the provisions contained in subparagraphs B and C above,
the President and Board of Trustees of the VILLAGE shall have the right to terminate the
EMPLOYEE should the EMPLOYEE abandon his position. The term “abandon” shall,
for purposes of this subparagraph, mean actions by the EMPLOYEE evidencing his
voluntary, intentional relinquishment of the position. The term “abandon” shall not mean
the EMPLOYEE’S:

e [Inability to perform the duties and responsibilities of his position due to
illness or injury
e Refusal to take any action or perform any duty or responsibility of his
position due to his good faith belief that doing so would violate a legal,
moral or ethical obligation
¢ Unauthorized or unexcused absence from Village Hall, unless such
absence exceeds three (3) consecutive days
In addition, this subparagraph is not intended to authorize the termination of the
EMPLOYEE due to personality conflict or differences in management style or
philosophy. In the event of termination pursuant to this subparagraph D, the VILLAGE

shall not be obliged to pay the severance pay nor provide the severance benefits provided



herein; additionally, the EMPLOYEE, having abandoned his office, shall have no right to
revert to his prior rank.

E. Notwithstanding the provisions contained in subparagraphs B and C above,
the President and Board of Trustees of the VILLAGE shall have the right to terminate the
EMPLOYEE should the EMPLOYEE be convicted of an illegal act involving personal
gain to himself or otherwise, if, in the opinion of the VILLAGE, such conviction would
have an adverse effect upon the VILLAGE. In the event of such a termination, the
VILLAGE shall not be obliged to pay the severance pay nor provide the benefits
provided herein; further, the EMPLOYEE, having been so convicted, shall have no right
to revert to his prior rank.

In the event the EMPLOYEE shall be indicted or arrested for the violation of
any criminal law or statute which, in the opinion of the President and Board of Trustees
of the VILLAGE, would reflect unfavorably upon said VILLAGE, or in any way
interfere with his ability to discharge the duties of his position, then the VILLAGE may
request and, upon such a request, the EMPLOYEE shall accept a leave of absence
without pay pending a final determination of the criminal charges brought against said
EMPLOYEE. Should the EMPLOYEE be cleared of all wrongdoing in connection
therewith, he shall be restored to his position and all amounts of pay withheld shall be
promptly paid to him. Should the EMPLOYEE plead or be found guilty of any such
violation, or should any such violation be dismissed or otherwise compromised in
consideration for testimony or other evidence, then he shall forfeit his position as the
Chief of Police of the VILLAGE OF WILLOWBROOK together with any right or

privilege attendant thereto, including the forfeiture of any back pay which may have been



withheld subsequent to his indictment or arrest and including the forfeiture of the right to
revert to his prior rank.

F. Notwithstanding any provision in this Agreement to the contrary, the
EMPLOYEE shall have the right to voluntarily resign any time from his position with the
VILLAGE. In the event EMPLOYEE voluntarily resigns from his position with the
VILLAGE before the expiration of this Agreement, the EMPLOYEE shall give the
VILLAGE thirty (30) days prior written notice of his intent to resign. Further, having
voluntarily resigned, the EMPLOYEE shall not be entitled to severance pay or severance
benefits as set forth in subparagraph C above but he can elect to revert to his prior rank.

G. Notwithstanding the provisions contained in subparagraphs B and C above,
the President and Board of Trustees of the VILLAGE shall have the right to terminate the
EMPLOYEE should any complaint of sexual harassment filed against the EMPLOYEE
- during the term of this Agreement be substantiated by the Village Board.

In the event of such termination, the VILLAGE shall not be obligated to pay the
severance pay nor provide the benefits provided in this Agreement; further, in such an
event, the EMPLOYEE shall have no right to revert to his prior rank.

H. The EMPLOYEE expressly waives any rights to a due process hearing with
respect to any termination or other disciplinary action, whether required by law or
otherwise, including those provided by the Village Code.

I. The EMPLOYEE acknowledges that he has had the opportunity to review the
terms of this Agreement with an attorney of his own choosing, prior to the execution of

this Agreement.



SECTION FOUR: SALARY: The VILLAGE agrees to pay EMPLOYEE for

services rendered pursuant to this Agreement an annual base salary of ONE HUNDRED
SIXTEEN THOUSAND FIVE HUNDRED DOLLARS EXACTLY ($116,500.00) per
year, payable in installments at the same pay periods other employees of the VILLAGE
are paid, provided that the VILLAGE agrees to review and consider increasing
EMPLOYEE’S base salary in accordance with the salary guidelines set forth in the

“Village Personnel Manual” adopted by the President and Board of Trustees.

SECTION FIVE: EXTENT OF SERVICES - OUTSIDE ACTIVITIES:

EMPLOYEE shall devote his entire time, aftention and energies to the
VILLAGE’S business and shall not during the term of this Agreement be engaged in any
other business, teaching or consulting activity whether or not such activity is pursued for
gain, profit or other pecuniary advantage, without the expressed prior approval of the
Village President.

SECTION SIX: AUTOMOBILE: EMPLOYEE’S duties require that he shall
have the exclusive and unrestricted use at all time during his employment with the
VILLAGE of an automobile which shall be provided to him by the VILLAGE. Personal
- use of the automobile shall be consistent with the “Personnel Manual” as amended from
time to time. The particular vehicle to be made available to the EMPLOYEE shall be
within the discretion of the Village President.

The VILLAGE shall be responsible for paying for liability, property damage and
comprehensive insurance, as well as for the purchase, operation, maintenance, repair and

regular replacement of said antomobile.



SECTION SEVEN: EMPLOYEE’S EXPENSES: The VILLAGE shall annually

appropriate and budget an amount of money for the purpose of defraying the hereinafter

itemized expenses of the Chief of Police, including but not limited to, business expenses,

‘professional dues and subscriptions, educational expenses, travel expenses, registration

fees, lodging and meals, etc., consistent with the rules and regulations contained in the
VILLAGE’S “Personnel Manual”. In addition, the VILLAGE agrees to provide
EMPLOYEE with an annual clothing allowance for duty-related apparel in the amount of

Seven Hundred Fifty Dollars ($750.00)

SECTION EIGHT: BENEFITS: The VILLAGE agrees to provide EMPLOYEE
and his dependents all benefits on the same basis and to the same extent such benefits are
enjoyed by all other management personnel of the Village of Willowbrook, including, but
not limited to, insurance (life, accident and sickness disability income benefits, major
medical and dependents coverage, hospitalization, surgical and comprehensive medical,
etc.), sick leave, compensatory time, vacation leave, etc., consistent with the policies

established by the VILLAGE in its “Personnel Manual”.

SECTIONNINE: PERFORMANCE EVALUATION: The Village President

shall establish an annual goal setting session and an annual evaluation session consistent
with the “Personnel Evaluation Handbook™ adopted by the President and Board of
Trustees.

SECTION TEN: RETIREMENT: The EMPLOYEE is a member of the

Willowbrook Police Officers Pension Fund. Contributions will continue during term of

employment of the EMPLOYEE by the VILLAGE as provided by law.
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SECTION ELEVEN: VACATION & SICK LEAVE: EMPLOYEE shall be
entitled to all vacation and sick leave as provided for by the “Personnel Manual” of the

VILLAGE OF WILLOWBROOK.

SECTION TWELVE: RESIDENCY: Itis hereby acknowledged that the

EMPLOYEE currently resides at 24200 Norwood Drive, Plainfield, Illinois, 60585. The
VILLAGE expressly acknowledges that EMPLOYEE'’S current residence is of such
proximity to the VILLAGE that the EMPLOYEE can adequately perform all the duties of
his office. During the term of this Agreement and any extensions thereof, the VILLAGE
agrees that the EMPLOYEE’S current residence shall be deemed to satisfy any future
residency requirements that the VILLAGE may adopt.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, the EMPLOYEE agrees not to relocate his
permanent residence a further distance from the corporate limits of the VILLAGE OF
WILLOWBROOK than his current residence at 24200 Norwood Drive, Plainfield,

Ilinois, 60585, without the approval of the Village President.

SECTION THIRTEEN: GENERAL PROVISIONS:

A. This Agreement sets forth the entire understanding of the parties and may only
be amended, modified or terminated by a written instrument signed by the parties except
as herein otherwise provided.

B. The EMPLOYEE acknowledges that the services to be rendered by him are
unique and personal. Accordingly, the EMPLOYEE may not assign any of his rights or

delegate any of his duties or obligations under this Agreement. This Agreement shall be

-11 -



binding upon and inure to the benefit of any successor governmental legal entity or
successor elected VILLAGE officials which may assume and perform the duties of the
VILLAGE and/or the elected officials thereof.

C. The invalidity of any provision of this Agreement shall not impair the validity
of any other provision. If any provision of this Agreement is determined by a court of
competent jurisdiction to be unenforceable, that provision will be deemed severable and
the Agreement may be enforced with that provision severed or as modified by the court.

D. This Agreement shall be interpreted and construed in accordance with the
laws of the State of Illinois.

E. All notices hereunder shall be in writing and must be served either personally

Prior to the April 12, 2010 Board meeting, the Municipal Services and Finance/Administration Committees will
hold a joint meeting to recommend an increase to Village water rates.

As a reminder staff should receive final rate information from DWC on Friday April 9", Based on the confirmed
rate, the Committees will be reviewing two options for rate increases:

s OPTION 1 - Pay as you go financing for the Village’s water towers. In eight years there will be funds on
hand to paint the towers (an annual transfer would be made from the water fund to the water capital fund to
set aside these funds)

e OPTION 1-A — The Village will try and keep water rate increases at a minimum to cover the costs of
increased purchased water costs from DWC. The Village will then issue bonds in eight years to fund
painting of the water towers
